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Short description

Age-specific fertility rates for all birth orders combined and by birth order for the period 1986-2012 for the Czech Republic were calculated by Kryštof Zeman on the basis of official live birth counts and mid-year population estimates. The ages range from ≤14 to 50+, and the birth order range is from 1 through 5+. Age-specific fertility rates and total fertility rates are similar to those published by the Czech Statistical Office, just published in higher detail (Czech Statistical Office publishes age-specific rates for all birth orders combined and birth counts by age of mother for birth orders 1, 2, 3+).
