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Short description

Age-specific fertility rates for all birth orders combined and by birth order for the period 1986-2011 for the Slovak Republic were calculated by Michaela Potančoková (Wittgenstein Centre for Demography and Global Human Capital) on the basis of official live birth counts and mid-year population estimates. The ages range from ≤14 to 50+, and the birth order range from 1 through 5+. Since the total fertility rates published by the Statistical Office of the Slovak Republic are based on age-specific fertility rates for the age range 15-49 only, minor differences might appear between the official TFRs and the TFRs calculated in the HFC.
